« Read the textbook: You will get a lot more out of this class, if you read the assigned parts of the textbook before
the material is first due to be discussed. In my experience, students who don't complete the reading before it is
discussed either never complete it or try to cram it all in just before the exams. That doesn't work.

« Do the Activities: The homework assignments build upon one another. If you get behind, you will find it very
difficult to catch up. Moreover, when you read further in the syllabus, you will find that there are substantial
penalties for late or incomplete work.

« Allow enough time: More unsatisfactory grades are due to procrastination than any other cause. Do not assume
that you can complete the homework in the thirty minutes before the due date and time; you cannot. The most
successful students start this work this work the several days before it is due.

Region Project:

Using Internet and other Sources, prepare a report/presentation on the region selected. You will give a ten minute power
point, HTML or equivalent presentation to the class on a region selected from the list attached to this syllabus. The
presentation will be based on a written paper (Four pages double spaced, 12 point t, margins of no more than 17). All
sources will be cited and an annotated bibliography will be included. Paper will be graded on completeness and relevance
of content to concepts of the course. Class presentations will occur during the last month of the semester. Tthe written
report will be due on or before 12/06/06 The report and presentation will constitute 30 % of your course grade. Paper must
be submitted in hard copy. Presentation to class should include graphs, maps and charts to support your findings. Much
data can be obtained from the rather famous CIA World Fact Book but you should not rely on this or any other single
source. The report format is mandatory and is part of this syllabus. The instructor will assign a date for class presentation.

You should approach the project as follows:

First, locate the data for each of your countries

Second, consider both the Gross Domestic Product and the Population of each country
Third, Select the least developed country considering GDP and Population

Fourth, Complete the statistical table for the selected Country

Fifth, Select the most developed country considering GDP and Population

Sixth, Complete the statistical table for the selected Country

Seventh, Complete the Summary Statement and the Statistical table

Eighth, select the data for your presentation and construct graphs to support your decision
Ninth, complete the presentation

Finally ildentify and annotate sources and finish paper
